ASSEMBLY
Inserting/changing the batteries
It is recommended that you use alkaline manganese batteries to
operate the measuring tool.
Push the locking mechanism in the direction of the arrow to open
the battery compartment cover and remove the battery compart-
ment cover. Insert the batteries supplied.
When inserting the batteries, ensure that the polarity is correct
according to the illustration on the inside of the battery compart-
ment.
If the batteries become weak, the laser lines will flash quickly for
a few seconds.
Always replace all the batteries at the same time.Only use
batteries from the same manufacturer and which have the same
capacity.
* Take the batteries out of the measuring tool when you are
not using it for a prolonged period of time. The batteries can
corrode and self-discharge during prolonged storage.

OPERATION
Start-up
* Protect the measuring tool from moisture and direct sun-
light.

* Do not expose the measuring tool to any extreme tempera-
tures or variations in temperature. For example, do not leave
it in a car for extended periods of time. In case of large variations
in temperature, allow the measuring tool to adjust to the ambient
temperature before putting it into operation. The precision of the
measuring tool may be compromised if exposed to extreme
temperatures or variations in temperature.

» Avoid substantial knocks to the measuring tool and avoid
dropping it. Damaging the measuring tool can cause accuracy
to be compromised. If the laser line is subjected to a substantial
knock or is dropped, check it by comparing it to a known horizon-
tal or vertical reference line.
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» Switch the measuring tool off when transporting it. The
pendulum unit is locked when the tool is switched off, as it can
otherwise be damaged by big movements.

Operation modes

* A short Press on keypad can turn laser tool ON when it is in the
Locked Position and project all laser beams where they flash
every 5 seconds;

» Unlocking the laser tool by switching to the Unlocked Position
can also turn the laser tool ON and project all laser beams where
they may flash twice a second when laser tool is out of self-level-
ing range.

* Press repeatedly to cycle through the available modes.

* Press and hold for 2 2 seconds to turn laser tool OFF ONLY
when the pendulum is locked.

Self-leveling Mode

* Is enabled when the laser tool is switched to the Unlocked
Position.

Manual Mode

* can be activated by a short press when the pendulum lock is in
the Locked Position to position the laser tool at various angles to
project non-level straight lines where they will flash every 5
seconds.

* Accuracy of the beam(s) is not guaranteed to be level.

Pulse Mode

- Full time Pulse

It is activated once the laser tool is turned On and allows use
with laser detector.

-Outdoor Pulse

It is activated by a press and hold = 2 when laser tool is in the
Unlocked Position. All available beams will flash rapidly 5 times
to alert user, and LED indicator will turn on in solid blue.

Another press and hold = 2 will deactivate the Outdoor Pulse
Mode where all available beams will flash rapidly 5 times to alert
user and the laser tool will get back to Full Time Pulse Mode and
LED Indicator will turn off.
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» Do not direct the laser beam at persons or animals and do
not stare into the laser beam yourself (even from a distance).
To switch off the measuring tool, push the on/off switch down-
ward over the laser beam outlet aperture . The pendulum unit is
locked when the tool is switched off.

* Never leave the measuring tool unattended when switched
on, and ensure the measuring tool is switched off after use.
Others may be blinded by the laser beam.

Automatic levelling

To work with automatic levelling, position the measuring tool on
a level, firm surface or attach it to the holder or the tripod.

After switching on, the automatic levelling function automatically
compensates irregularities within the self-levelling range of +4 ° .
The levelling is finished as soon as the laser lines stop flashing.
If automatic levelling is not possible, e.g. because the underside
of the measuring tool deviates by more than 4 ° from the horizon-
tal plane or the measuring tool is held freely in the hand, the
laser lines will continuously flash slowly and the measuring tool
will work without automatic levelling. The laser lines remain
switched on, but the two intersecting lines will no longer neces-
sarily be perpendicular to each other. To make sure that the two
laser lines are still perpendicular to one another, position the
measuring tool at an angle of 90° to the wall.

To work with automatic levelling again, position the measuring
tool so that the underside is aligned horizontally and wait for the
self-levelling to be performed. As soon as the measuring tool is
within the self-levelling range of +4 ° and is levelled in, the laser
lines will light up continuously again.

In case of ground vibrations or position changes during opera-
tion, the measuring tool is automatically levelled again. Upon
re-levelling, check the position of the horizontal or vertical laser
line with regard to the reference points to avoid errors by moving
the measuring tool.
